	The General Assembly 4th Committee (SPECPOL),

Taking into account the previous actions taken by Hamas, the Hezbollah, the government of the Syrian Arab Republic and the Israel Defense Forces,

Recalling Security Council Resolution 242,

Reminding the conflicting parties of the bad humanitarian situation,

Reaffirming the need for international aid,

Expressing its deep concerns about the lasting instability in the Middle East,

The General Assembly 4th Committee (SPECPOL),

1. Stresses the importance of education to prevent the further spread of HIV/AIDS;

2. Recognises that a different treatment of rural and urban areas is necessary;

3. Emphasizes the importance of network approaches through partnerships among national governments, corporations and local and religions organisations, for this it is necessary to :

a. Work with tribal leaders and find local solutions respecting the beliefs of the population to educate the population,

b. Promote and support local initiative, educational opportunities for young,

c. Cooperate with Non Governmental Oraganisations (NGO) already in those areas;

4. Proposes to use schools as a platform to inform children about the dangers of HIV/AIDS and ways to protect themselves through effective sexual education at a young age, including information on :

a. sexual habits,

b. awareness of the risk involved by an increased number of sexual partners,

c. the possibility of abstinence as a solution to HIV/AIDS;

5. Reaffirms the need of teacher training to raise awareness of the risks of transmission of HIV/AIDS ;

6. Encourages States to use special measures of education on HIV/AIDS to get through to individuals without access to schooling by:

a. Using street campaigning (entertainment, street theater, cinema, music…),

b. Reinforcing the use of media to send a message to young people in towns,

c. Contacting migrant workers and organising information sessions within companies;

7. Reminds that the education of sex workers and drug addicts plays an important role in the prevention of the transmission of HIV/AIDS and therefore recommends that specific measures be taken to contact them; for example :

a. Raise awareness about the use of condoms and clean seringues,

b. Offer psychological and medical advice;

8. Hopes that States can promote the visibility of AIDS-infected people and their participation in educational  programs;

9. Deplores the stigmatisation of HIV/AIDS infected people and encourages the concerned governments to penalise discrimination of infected people;

10. Recommends governments to promote HIV/AIDS on a political level;

11. Stresses the problem of gender inequality and encourages cooperation with FINCA to :

a. Fight violence and prevent rape against women,

b. Support women who have been rejected because of their infection;
