THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

Recalling the right to self-determination of nations,

Recognizing the cause of the Kurdish people,

Noting with deep concern the implications of Kurdish independence for the stability of Middle Eastern region,

Mindful of the continued presence of the terrorist group Islamic State in Syria and the Levant (ISIL) in the region,

RESOLVES,

SHORT TERM MEASURES,

1. Calls upon states to declare a ceasefire, in order to enable peace talks between the respective governments and the Kurdish people;
a) Calls upon the involved parties to adhere to ceasefires and other treaties which are already in place;
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Emphasizes the necessity for all involved actors to come together and discuss solutions for the question of Kurdish self-governance;
3. Further requests states not to rush to a solution, which is not in acceptable to the Kurdish as well as any other involved party;
4. Calls upon the international community as well as NGOs, such as but not limited to the ICRC, to provide much needed humanitarian aid to the people concerned, whatever group they may belong to;

LONG TERM MEASURES,

1. Encourages all involved countries, especially those with a majority of Kurdish people living in them, to strengthen communicational ties with the respective Kurdish governments;
2. Endorses states to allow Kurdish people to form own parties and participate in parliamentary discussions and running in elections;
3. Further invites countries to recognise the Kurdish language and include it in the school curriculum and in television, radio, and other forms of media;
4. Supports the financial subsidising of neglected regions in the countries concerned.
